Winter Repairs and New Rates

Repairs were made this winter to a major support piling in Tin City after it snapped last fall during the raising of the boats.  Our main winter project was to be the extension of the Sun City boathouse and the addition of new overhead doors but the DNR has yet to give its approval as of this date. 

You will notice that we have raised our rates for 2011 by a small amount.  The primary reason for this increase goes to the Town of Poygan, who liked what we have done with the marina so much that they gave us a nice big property tax increase.

Spring Lowering Of Boats

Enclosed with this newsletter is a request form to have your boat either placed back in the water by crane or lowered from the slings in your boat stall.  You need to return the request form. Please do so no later than April 12th.  If we do not have the signed form returned to us, we cannot place your boat back in the water.

The crane date has been set for Monday, May 2nd and anyone who is having their boat placed in the water by crane needs to be present.  We plan to get started about 8:00 a.m. and there will be coffee available.  The boat unslinging date has tentatively been set for Saturday, April 16th.  

Don Herbst and his crew will be doing the unslinging on that date.  You do not need to be

present for the unslinging, but your boat should be ready to be put in the water. Remember, if you do not return the authorization slip, your boat will not be placed in the water by crane or dropped in from the slings.
