The crane date has been set for Friday, October 8th and anyone who is having their boat lifted out by crane needs to be there on the 8th.  We plan to get started about 8:00 a.m. and there will be coffee available.  Bob Stark will again be running the lifting of boats and he would like all boat owners whose boats are being lifted to meet with him on Saturday October 2nd at 9:00 a.m. to go over his plan and to get all the stands and blocks ready for the following Friday. The boat slinging date has been set for Saturday, October 16th.  Don Herbst and his crew will be doing the slinging on that date.  You do not need to be there for the slinging but your boat should be winterized, cleaned out, and ready to be put up on slings. Remember, if you do not return the authorization slip, your boat will not be lifted out or put up in slings.
